Moreover, the city is a center
for international interchange of art, culture, sport and science. And with one of the country’s most
impressive skyline, Rotterdam is often referred to as ‘Manhattan on the Maas’.

Language requirements

We offer a wide range of English language courses for exchange students. To be successful in the
studies at the Erasmus University students’ level has to be on par with a TOEFL score 580 in the paper
test, 237 in the computer based test or 92 in the internet based test or IELTS 7.0 overall.
