« Apply online using the form sent by the
host faculty at UGA

» Administrative and educational contacts

choose are in line with their course of study.
They must comply with the rules of the host
faculty at UGA: level of studies and language,
minimum number of courses required, with
up to a maximum of 30 credits per semester.

To fulfil the learning agreement, students
must consult the instructions and select
courses from the catalogue.
